Dear Padre et 1,202

Why does OCIA take so long? I've been married to a Catholic for fifty
years and would like to become Catholic. My parish’s Order of Christian
Initiation of Adults program runs from September through Easter.
That’s a long time for someone in her eighties. Is there any way to
accelerate the process?

QOCIA (Order of Christian Initiation of Adults and the new name for RCIA)
was designed to meet the needs of two main groups: those who have

been baptized as Catholics or in a Protestant tradition but have received

no additional instruction in the Catholic faith, and those who have not

been baptized. Someone in the first group has a different starting point
from someone who has little knowledge of Christ, or who has never
participated in a church community. OCIA programs use an instruction
process called catechumenate, in which people seeking to become Catholic
(catechumens) experience a worshiping community, learn to pray, and reflect
on God's word. The catechumenate is divided into steps that are marked

by liturgical rites; some parts of the process are optional, depending on
each catechumen's pastoral situation. Catechumens can be received into

the Church at any time of year. Talk to your priest about your closeness to
Catholicism since your marriage and how it has formed your faith. Together,
you can determine the amount and type of preparation that’s right for you. @

Jezus udat si¢ ze swoimi uczniami do wiosek pod Cezarea Filipowa. W drodze pytat uczniow: «Za kogo uwazaja
Mnie ludzie?»

Oni Mu odpowiedzieli: «Za Jana Chrzciciela, inni za Eliasza, jeszcze inni za jednego z prorokow».

On ich zapytal: «A wy za kogo Mnie uwazacie?»

Odpowiedziat Mu Piotr: «Ty jestes Mesjaszy». Wtedy surowo im przykazat, zeby nikomu o Nim nie mowili.

I zaczat ich poucza¢, ze Syn Czlowieczy wiele musi wycierpie¢, ze bedzie odrzucony przez starszych, arcykaptanow i
uczonych w Pis§mie; ze zostanie zabity, ale po trzech dniach zmartwychwstanie. A mowil zupetnie otwarcie te stowa.
Wtedy Piotr wzigt Go na bok i zaczal Go upominaé. Lecz On obrocit si¢ 1 patrzac na swych uczniow, zgromit Piotra
stowami: «Zejdz Mi z oczu, szatanie, bo nie myslisz po Bozemu, lecz po ludzkuy.

Potem przywotat do siebie thum razem ze swoimi uczniami i rzekt im: «Jesli kto$ chce pdj$¢ za Mnag, niech si¢ zaprze
samego siebie, niech wezmie krzyz swoj 1 niech Mnie nasladuje. Bo kto chce zachowa¢ swoje zycie, straci je; a kto
straci swe zycie z powodu Mnie 1 Ewangelii, zachowa je».

Oto slowo Panskie

Dzisiejsza Ewangelia zawiera tez jedno z najtrudniejszych przestah Nowego Testamentu, gdyz nie tylko mowi o
krzyzu Chrystusa, ale wzywa kazdego z nas do nasladowania Jezusa w niesieniu krzyza. Jezus mowi: ,,Jesli kto chce
pojs¢ za Mna, niech si¢ zaprze samego siebie, niech wezmie krzyz swdj i niech Mnie nasladuje”. Przede wszystkim
warto zauwazy¢, ze Jezus nie narzuca konieczno$ci niesienia krzyza kazdemu, ale tylko tym, ktérzy w sposob
dobrowolny chcg za Nim p06js$¢. Nie mozna pdjs$¢ za Jezusem wygodng drogg zycia z ominigciem przeciwnosci losu, z
krzykiem, protestem, wymuszaniem cho¢by nawet stusznej sprawiedliwosci wzgledem nas, gdy tymczasem Jezus
dobrowolnie przyjat w cichos$ci swego mitujacego serca, porownywalnej do baranka prowadzonego na rzez, wszelka
hanbe i niesprawiedliwo$¢, aby nas, grzesznych, uczyni¢ sprawiedliwymi w oczach Boga. Kazdy z nas moze
pomysle¢, jaki krzyz ma wzia¢ na swe ramiona kazdego dnia, aby spetni¢ wezwanie Jezusa do pojs$cia Jego droga.
Bog, ktory zna mozliwosci kazdego cztowieka, dopasowuje krzyz do kazdego z osobna. Krzyz nigdy nie moze
przekroczy¢ wymiaru ramion kazdego z nas, bo wtedy przygniotiby czlowieka swoim ci¢zarem tak, izby nie byl w
stanie wsta¢ 1 doj$¢ do celu na wzor Jezusa. Dlatego nie dziwmy si¢, ze zycie niektorych ludzi jest o wiele fatwiejsze
niz innych, bo i sity ludzi sg rozne. Dla jednych praca zawodowa zapewniajaca skromne utrzymanie rodziny moze
by¢ koszmarem na granicy ludzkiej wytrzymatosci, a dla innych taka sama praca moze by¢ spelnieniem marzen, ale
wtedy ci ludzie maja swoj wlasny krzyz zwigzany np. z choroba wtasng lub kogo$ bliskiego czy odrzuceniem mitosci
kogo$, na kim im naprawd¢ zalezy lub jeszcze co$ zupeklnie innego, co ich martwi, co sprawia trudno$¢! Dla
niektorych matzonkow krzyzem moze by¢ dochowanie wiernosci matzenskiej. Dla innych krzyzem moze by¢ jakas
utomnos$¢ fizyczna czy umystowa, na ktéra po ludzku nic zaradzi¢ nie mozna. Nasladowanie Jezusa dodatkowo
polega na tym, aby nie narzekac¢, nie protestowac, nie uprzykrza¢ zycia innym tylko dlatego, ze mamy swoj krzyz.
Przeciez Jezus nawet na drodze krzyzowej nie skarzyt si¢, nie protestowat, ale np. zauwazyt placzace niewiasty,
podzigkowat, $w. Weronice, ktdra otarta Jego spocong twarz 1 dat jej to, co mozliwe: swoje oblicze na chus$cie. Nasze
troski, klopoty, krzyze dnia codziennego nie powinny zamyka¢ nas na potrzeby drugiego czlowieka, jesli
rzeczywiscie zdecydowalismy si¢ pdj$¢ przez zycie za Jezusem.

Our parish has the status of a Personal Parish, which
means that only the person who declares their will to
belong to the parish is considered a parishioner.

Every Sunday, participation in masses, or the fact of
living in the parish is not synonymous with belonging
to it.

In addition, the fact that someone in our parish has
participated in the premarital teachings, married or
baptized a child does not mean automatically
belonging to the parish, because in our community
there are weddings and baptisms of people outside the
parish.

Each parishioner can receive several certificates by
Registering to a particular community and organizing
all the procedures related to the sacraments, for
example:

o Baptism or the Sacrament of Marriage
e Receive certificates to be a confirmation sponsor or

wedding witness.

o They may also receive permission to be baptized or

baptize their own child in another parish (for
example, in their respective Countries)

e Permission to marry in another parish.
