Why do we say “Holy Mary, Mother of God"” when she’s the mother
of Jesus?

The first Christians did call Mary the “Mother of Jesus.” The title
“Mother of God"” wasn't formally defined in the Church’s history until
the First Council of Ephesus in 431. Around the year 250, the hymn
Sub Tuum Presidium ("We Fly to Thy Patronage"”) appeared, which
refers to Mary as the Mother of God. Why did it take so long for the
early Church to decide how to refer to Jesus’ Mother? What we call
Mary is tied to how we understand Jesus' identity as the fully human
and fully divine Son of God. The Church understood Jesus as a person
of the Trinity, the Son of God, who uniquely possesses both fully
human and fully divine natures. In a nutshell, you can't separate the
“man” Jesus from the “God" Jesus. In clarifying what it meant to say
that Jesus is the Son of God, equally one with the Father and the Holy
Spirit and yet fully human and “like us in all things but sin,” the Church
had to answer the question of how Mary fit into the work of salvation.
Mary was the Mother of the Son of God; she was not only the Mother
of Jesus” human nature. When Catholics call Mary the “Mother of
God," they state their belief that Jesus is a single person—the Son of
God—and that Mary is his Mother. ®

Biorac dostownie tres¢ zarowno ze Starego Testamentu, jak i Stowa Jezusa — ,,Opusci cztowiek ojca swego i
matke i ztaczy si¢ ze swoja zona, i beda oboje jednym cialem. A tak juz nie sg dwoje, lecz jedno ciato. Co wigc Bog ztaczyt, tego cztowiek
niech nie rozdziela” — widzimy naturalno$¢ zwiazku obojga plci. Najpierw me¢zczyzna dobrowolnie opuszcza swoich rodzicow. Potem aczy
si¢ z kobieta w jedno ciato. To potaczenie jest mozliwe dzigki stworzeniu me¢zczyzny i kobiety w taki, a nie inny sposob. Zatem nawet ludzka
logika potwierdza stuszno$¢ nierozerwalno$ci matzenstwa. Mozna si¢ zastanowié, czy jest mozliwe, aby by¢ jednym ciatem z kilkoma
r6znymi osobami? Czg¢sto potocznie mgz o zonie, a zona o m¢zu mowi: To jest moja druga potowa. Czyz zatem kto§ moze mie¢ wiele
potowek? Nawet dziecko z podstaw matematyki wie, ze potowy moga by¢ tylko dwie. Jesli np. przekroimy na po6t nawet kilka jabtek, to do
kazdej potlowy mozna dobra¢ potem tylko jedng potowe, ktora powstata z przecigcia jednego jabtka.

Parish Registration

Our parish has the status of a Personal Parish, which means
that only the person who declares their will to belong to the
parish is considered a parishioner.

Every Sunday, participation in masses, or the fact of living
in the parish is not synonymous with belonging to it.

In addition, the fact that someone in our parish has
participated in the premarital teachings, married or baptized
a child does not mean automatically belonging to the parish,
because in our community there are weddings and baptisms
of people outside the parish.

Each parishioner can receive several -certificates by
Registering to a particular community and organizing all
the procedures related to the sacraments, for example:

Baptism or the Sacrament of Marriage

Receive certificates to be a confirmation sponsor or
wedding witness.

They may also receive permission to be baptized or
baptize their own child in another parish (for example, in
their respective Countries)

Permission to marry in another parish.
